A letter of recommendation from the supervisor or Pl, with a statement indicating the student’s or
postdocs’ eligibility.

4. Preference will be given to applicants meeting one or two of the following requirements:
o Have previously published papers or plan to publish in JMSE;

o Demonstrate a commitment to future research or a professional career in the field of marine
science and engineering.

The awards will be 800 CHF (Swiss Francs) each.
